TUITION FEES 

 Tuition fees for the program are waived.  
 

STUDENT VISA 
All participants, including those from visa waiver countries, must obtain a ‘Student Visa’ 
immediately after receiving an acceptance notification to this program. 

 
AIR TICKETS 

Participants are required to purchase their airline tickets to/from Japan at their own expense 
and to notify our coordinator of the flight details. 

 
ACCOMMODATION 

Participants must stay at a designated dormitory sponsored by Science Tokyo. 
*Accommodation is provided for the exchange students only. Science Tokyo cannot provide/help find 
accommodation for his/her family or others accompanying the participants. Also, some students may be 
required to share a double room with another student. 

 
INSURANCE 

It is mandatory for all exchange students to enroll in the Science Tokyo On-campus 
Accident/Liability Insurance. Please carefully note that students are responsible for 
payment of their premium upon arrival. In addition, students are required to join the 
National Health Insurance System in Japan. Furthermore, we highly recommend that 
students purchase medical/travel insurance in advance in their home country.  

 
 

OTHER ACTIVITIES 
In addition to conducting a research project, participants are required to complete 
designated coursework(s). Furthermore, there is a two-day workshop (The 17th 
Multidisciplinary International Student Workshop (MISW2026), where the participants 
present their work as well as introduce their home institution to Science Tokyo students.
