It can be a letter written and signed
by a French teacher.

Intensive preparatory French language course at the end of August and during
the first week of September (about 10 to 15 hours during the orientation
programme).

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GRADING SYSTEM

National French grade - out of 20 | ECTS awarded Definition:

16-20 Yes Excellent: outstanding result, only a few minor faults

15-16 Yes Very good: result above average despite a certain number of faults
13-14 Yes Good: work of a good standard but with significant faults

11-12 Yes Satisfactory: work of a fair standard but with major shortfalls

10 No Pass: results that satisfy the minimum criteria

08-09 No Unsatisfactory: extra work is needed before credits can be awarded
00-08 No Unsatisfactory: considerable extra work is required

One semester: 30 ECTS credits - One full academic year: 60 ECTS credits.
