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PROGRAM
Starting in 2008, Tokyo Tech AOTULE Summer Program has been hosting more
than 150 students from the AOTULE Member-Universities. In the three-month
research-oriented program, participants will pursue their individual research
project under the supervision of one of Tokyo Tech’s faculty members while
experiencing international collaborative works in the supervisor’s laboratory.
Furthermore, the students will also have the opportunities to learn about
Japanese state-of-the-art technology and basic Japanese language through
course works.

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EXCHANGE PERIOD

Thu 1 June, 2023 to Thu 31 August, 2023
Participants MUST arrive at our designated dormitory on_1 June 2023 and leave on 31
August 2023. During the exchange period, students may not leave Japan unless there are
emergencies such as health/family issues. Those who plan to attend any international
conferences outside Japan during the above exchange period are not eligible to apply for
this program.

SCHOLARSHIP (Daily Allowance)

Daily allowance* is provided by Tokyo Tech or Japanese Government Fund (JASSO).
*The amount is yet to be determined. For your reference, the amount in the 2022 program was
approximately JPY 2,000/day.

TUITION FEES
Tuition fees for the program are waived.

STUDENT VISA

All participants including those from visa waiver countries are required to obtain a ‘Student
Visa’ immediately after receiving an acceptance notification to this program.

AIR TICKETS

Participants are required to purchase their airline tickets to/from Japan at their own expense
and to notify our coordinator of the flight details.

ACCOMMODATION

Participants must stay at a designated dormitory sponsored by Tokyo Tech.

*Accommodation is provided for the exchange students only. Tokyo Tech cannot provide/help find
accommodation for his/her family or others accompanying the participants. Also, some students may be
required to share a double room with another student.

INSURANCE

It is mandatory for all exchange students to enroll in the Tokyo Tech On-campus
Accident/Liability Insurances. Please carefully note that students are responsible for
payment of its premium upon arrival. In addition, students are required to join the National
Health Insurance System in Japan. Furthermore, we highly recommend that students
purchase a medical/travel insurance in advance at their home country.



OTHER ACTIVITIES
In addition to conducting a research project, participants are required to complete
designated course work(s). Furthermore, there is a two-day workshop (The 14t
Multidisciplinary International Student Workshop (MISW2023)), where the participants
present their work (either their research project at Tokyo Tech or one at their home institution)

as well as introducing their home institution to Tokyo Tech students.
